What is the OPC scheme?

The OPC scheme was started a few years ago in Cornwall and subsequently been taken up by Devon, Dorset and very recently Wiltshire. Sussex is now hoping to launch a similar scheme, encouraged by the Sussex Family History Group.
Using the Internet, the aim of the OPC scheme is to make all the records relating to a particular parish freely available in order to further research in family, local, social and economic history. 

East and West Sussex together account for around 324 (pre 1894) parishes.  Although much work has been done over the years to transcribe parish records and censuses there is still much to be done before these records for the whole county are complete. Although the OPC scheme does not tell people what to transcribe, it would clearly be helpful if OPC volunteers address the gaps in previous work as a priority rather than repeating work already achieved.  In particular any transcriptions to be published on the OPC web site must be from the original document or film, copyright materials must not be published without permission.

A volunteer OPC chooses one or more parishes and agrees to build a database of information about that chosen parish, to begin with typically focussing on transcribing parish registers and census returns.  Ultimately the volunteer could end up with information regarding every individual who has been in or through a parish since records began up to around 1900.

Does an OPC need to be connected to the web?
No, although it may help!  There are many different approaches, and one of the major features of the scheme is flexibility.  It is entirely up to the volunteer whether to publish the information on the web or offer a postal or email based look up service. Likewise some OPCs may choose to design and manage their own web pages, others may prefer to put their data on the main Sussex OPC web site.  Take a look at the Dorset site (www.dorset-opc.com) which illustrates the different approaches taken by volunteers - many people decide on a mix and match model!
And of course, there is never a shortage of material that needs transcribing, however if this is to be widely shared and effectively managed it will need to be in an electronic format.
Where do I get the information to transcribe?

It is the responsibility of the OPC to obtain access to the original information and seek any necessary permissions to transcribe the information. There is much information available in the public domain and permission is usually given to publish transcriptions of parish registers and census returns.

Under no circumstances must the rights of copyright owners be breached.

Do I need to be an OPC in order to share my information?
Most definitely not!  The OPC web site will provide a platform to share transcribed information for a particular parish, whether or not an OPC has volunteered.  In addition it is difficult to imagine that an OPC will turn down any offers of help with the transcription work! Any donations of photographs, articles and general historical information about any Sussex parish will be very welcome.
